This school-based programme with QTS* is 

designed to prepare beginning teachers to meet 

the Teachers’ Standards. Throughout the 

programme, beginning teachers will be challenged 

to achieve these standards to the highest level and 

we shall aspire to enable them to achieve 

outstanding levels of professional practice through 

both the taught curriculum and their placement 

practice.  

Beginning teachers will follow one of two 

pathways: 3-7 years, covering Early Years 

Foundation Stage (EYFS) and Key Stage 1 or 5–11 

years, covering Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. The 

age phase route they follow will determine the 

assessed placements undertaken.

Having made rapid improvement, it 

gained an Ofsted Grading of Good in November 

2023.
